	The 2020-21 GLA Group Budget - TfL and OPDC (Item 4)


	4.1
The Committee received the report of the Executive Director of Secretariat as background to putting questions on the 2020-21 budget for Transport for London (TfL) to the following invited guests:

· Mike Brown MVO, Commissioner, TfL;

· Heidi Alexander, Deputy Mayor for Transport;

· Simon Kilonback, Chief Financial Officer, TfL; and

· David Gallie, Assistant Director of Finance, GLA.

A transcript of the discussion is attached as Appendix 1. A presentation given by TfL at the start of the meeting is attached as Appendix 2.

During the course of the discussion, the Committee requested the following from TfL:
· To liaise with the Canary Wharf Group and clarify what information can be shared with the Committee regarding the commercial agreement that has been reached arising from delays to the Elizabeth Line; 

· To provide the Committee with the outcome of ongoing discussions with Government about covering the capital shortfall for the Elizabeth Line;

· Figures and detailed analysis of the increase in ridership which had partly offset the estimated cost of the fares freeze over the past four years;

· An estimate of the cost for the Rotherhithe to Canary Wharf Ferry, to be shared with the Transport Committee as well;

· Further details on the ‘central’ and ‘desirable’ capital projects where contracts have yet to be let, as set out in the presentation given by TfL officers;

· An update on the Accessibility Programme from December 2016 and progress with individual stations;

· To clarify how much money has been set aside for TfL’s major surface assets;

· Details on the assumptions underpinning the Travel in London report;

· To clarify the makeup of the £356 million reduction to the Healthy Streets budget as well as the top line across the five years’ reduction in the Healthy Streets scheme;

· To confirm whether there has been an increase in personal injury claims as a result in TfL’s decision to pause proactive road maintenance, and whether any reserves have been put aside to cover such claims;

· To confirm what the spend on reactive road maintenance was over the past two years, whether that was in line with the budget, and whether there had been any changes as a result of TfL’s decision to pause proactive road maintenance;

· Further details about the assumptions underpinning the forecasted long-term increase in passenger income and corresponding budget forecasts, particularly with regard to abstraction from the Elizabeth Line; and

· A full breakdown of the Congestion Charge line in the budget, including any  assumptions underpinning the forecasted 42% increase in Congestion Charge income.
